If after clear warning from the chair a person continues to disrupt the proceedings, the chair may order the person to withdraw
from the meeting; and if the person does not withdraw, the chair may authorize a constable or other officer to remove the person
from the meeting.” M.G.L. Chapter 30A, Section 20({).
